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The initial research undertaken for the
Community Plan has already begun to help
shape the farmbés future

For example, our proposed new Community
Café and Training Facility will help to meet two
identified local needs by providing a safe and
welcoming community space as well as
delivering accredited training for local
unemployed young people.

We are also responding to the need for more
local volunteering opportunities through
projects such as the creation of our new
Community Orchard and the proposed
development of more gardening and growing
based activities.
